Transferring the data of a full memory card or other USB devices to the viewer makes it
possible for you to continue taking pictures.

Setting and Removing CF/SD Memory Cards

The viewer has a CF Card slot and an SD Card slot.
This section describes how to set memory cards to copy data onto the viewer.
