Projector Parts - Front/Top

Name Function

A External camera cover Open this cover to install the optional external camera.
When using the ultra short-throw zoom lens, install the
optional external camera on the lens.

B Air intake vent Takes in air to cool the projector internally.

C Remote receivers Receive signals from the remote control.

D Lens Images are projected from here.

Warning
Do not look into the projection lens while
projecting.

Caution
Do not place any objects or put your hand near
the projection lens. It could cause burns, fire,
or the object to warp because this area reaches
a high temperature due to the concentrated
projection light.

E Air exhaust vent Exhaust vent for air used to cool the projector internally.

Caution
While projecting, do not put your face or hands
near the air exhaust vent, and do not place
objects that may become warped or damaged
by heat near the vent. Hot air from the air
exhaust vent could cause burns, warping, or
accidents to occur.

F Cable cover Cover for the rear interface ports section.

G Indicator lights Indicate the projector's status.

(RJ-45)

Use to connect a LAN cable to connect to a network.

Use to connect a LAN cable to the optional HDBaseT
Transmitter. You can use a network cable up to 100
m in length.

Installing the Safety Wire

When you use the optional ceiling mount, you can install the safety wire to
prevent the projector from falling from the ceiling.
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Secure the ring using the M6 × 15 mm bolt supplied with the safety wire set, and
loop the safety wire through the ceiling mount to secure it as shown.

Wait 20
minutes after turning on the projector before setting the
focus, zoom, and lens shift for maximum accuracy.

Installing Batteries in the Remote Control

The remote control uses the two AA batteries that came with the projector.

Attention
Make sure you read the Safety Instructions before handling the batteries.

Replace the batteries as soon as they run out. The remote control uses two
AA manganese or alkaline batteries.

a Remove the battery cover as shown.
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b Remove the old batteries, if necessary.

Dispose of used batteries according to local regulations.

c Insert the batteries.

Warning
Check the positions of the (+) and (–) marks inside the battery holder to
ensure the batteries are inserted the correct way. If the batteries are not used
correctly, they could explode or leak causing a fire, injury, or damage to the
product.

d Replace the battery cover and press it down until it clicks into place.

Remote Control Operation

The remote control lets you control the projector from almost anywhere in the
room.

Make sure that you aim the remote control at the projector's receivers within the
distance and angles listed here.

• Depending on your installation environment, the available distance and
angles may be shortened.

• Avoid using the remote control in conditions with bright fluorescent
lights or in direct sunlight, or the projector may not respond to
commands. If you are not going to use the remote control for a long
time, remove the batteries.

• When you use multiple projectors in the same room or when there are
obstacles around the remote receiver, connect the remote control to the
projector using the optional remote control cable set. When the remote
control is connected, the remote receiver on the projector is disabled.
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Locking the Remote Control Buttons

You can lock some of the buttons on the remote control.
To lock the remote control buttons shown here, press and hold the  button
on the remote control for approximately 5 seconds.
To unlock the buttons, press and hold the  button again for approximately 5
seconds.

There are many glass parts and precision components inside the projector. To
prevent damage due to impacts when transporting, handle the projector as
follows.

Caution
• The projector should not be carried by one person. At least two people are needed

to unpack or carry the projector.
• When moving the projector, do not hold the lens replacement cover or lens unit.

They may become disconnected and the projector may fall, which could cause an
injury.

Attention
• Do not transport the projector with the lens installed. Doing so could damage the

projector and the lens.
• If the projector does not have a lens, attach the cover that was on the lens mount

when you purchased the projector.
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You can install the projector or mount it to the ceiling at any horizontal or
vertical angle. Note the following precautions when installing the projector. Warning

• Do not use adhesives on the ceiling mount fixing points to prevent the screws
from loosening, or use lubricants, oils, or similar substances on the projector; the
projector case may crack causing it to fall from its ceiling mount. This could cause
serious injury to anyone under the ceiling mount and could damage the projector.

• Do not install the projector in a location subject to high levels of dust or humidity,
or in a location subject to smoke or steam. Otherwise, it could cause a fire
or electric shock to occur. The projector's case could also deteriorate and be
damaged causing the projector to fall from the mount.
Examples of environments that could cause the projector to fall due to case
deterioration
• Locations subject to excessive smoke or airborne oil particles, such as factories

or kitchens
• Locations containing volatile solvents or chemicals, such as factories or

laboratories
• Locations where the projector could be subjected to detergents or chemicals,

such as factories or kitchens
• Locations in which aroma oils are often used, such as relaxation rooms
• Near devices that produce excessive smoke, airborne oil particles, or foam at

events

Attention
Install the current breaker for 13 A to 20 A to the wiring in the building that supplies
electricity to the projector. Do not connect other devices to the wiring where the
current breaker is installed, and use the wiring only for the projector.
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Attention
• Use M6 screws (up to a depth of 14 mm) to fix the projector's ceiling mount fixing

points and the mounting hardware at four points.

• Do not stack projectors directly on top of each other.

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Attention
• Be sure to leave the following amount of space around the projector so as not to

block the air exhaust and intake vents.

• Do not install the projector in a location that does not allow air to circulate, such
as on a shelf or in a box.
If you want to install the projector on a shelf or in an enclosure, contact Epson for
more details.

• If there is not enough space around the projector and the internal temperature of
the projector increases, the brightness of the light source may decrease.

Make sure hot air from the exhaust vent does not go into the air intake vent.

cause a malfunction. Be sure to observe the following precautions when handling.
• Make sure the front of the projector is not facing up when you attach or

remove the lens.
• Remove the lens only when necessary.
• Store the projector with the lens installed.

• Avoid touching the lens with your bare hands to prevent fingerprints on or
damage to the lens surface.

a Turn off the projector and unplug the power cord.

b Remove the lens replacement cover.
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c Pinch the lock lever and move it to the Release position. d Insert the lens straight into the projector's lens socket with the white dot
facing up.

Caution
To avoid injury, be careful not to get your fingers caught between the projector
and lens.
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e Hold the lens firmly, then pinch the lock lever and move it to the Lock
position.

Warning
Make sure the lens is secured.
If the lens is not secured, it may fall off and could cause an injury when
moving the projector.

f If you want to secure the lens more firmly, tighten the screw next to the
lock lever using a hexagonal wrench (2.5mm).

If you are using the ELPLX02S/ELPLX02WS, the lens is secured
even without using the screw lock.
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g Replace the lens replacement cover.

If projecting down, we recommend securing the lens replacement
cover with commercially available screws (M3×12mm).

h To perform lens calibration, turn on the projector.

i When a message prompting you to start lens calibration is displayed,
select Yes.
Lens calibration starts and helps the projector to correctly acquire the
lens position and adjustment range. It takes up to 100 seconds. When
calibration is finished, the lens returns to its original position.
The following lenses return to the standard position.
• ELPLX02S/02
• ELPLX02WS/02W

• If no message is displayed after turning on the projector, perform
lens calibration manually using one of the following methods.
• Press the [Calibration] button on the remote control.
• Hold down the [Default] button on the remote control for

approximately 3 seconds.
• Change the projector's menu:
s Extended > Operation > Lens Calibration

• If you do not calibrate the lens, the following functions may not
operate correctly.
• Focus
• Distortion
• Zoom
• Lens Shift
• Memory (Lens Position)

Attention
If the icon indicating that lens calibration has failed is displayed, remove the
lens and then reinstall it. If the message continues to be displayed, stop using
the projector, remove the power plug from the electrical outlet, and contact
Epson for help.
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Removing a Lens

You can remove a lens to replace it with a different lens.

Caution
Wait at least 30 minutes to remove or replace the lens after turning off the projector.
Touching the lens unit before it cools down may cause burns.

The projector uses a laser as the light source. As a safety measure, the light
source turns off when the lens is removed. Attach the lens, and then press
the [On] button to turn it back on.

a Hold down the [Lens Shift] (remote control) or [Lens] (control panel)
button for approximately 3 seconds to move the lens to the home position.

b Turn off the projector and unplug the power cord.

c Remove the lens replacement cover.

d If necessary, loosen the screw next to the lock lever.
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e Hold the lens firmly as you pinch the lock lever and move it to the Release
position.

f Gently pull the lens straight out of the projector.
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When suspending the projector from a ceiling, you can attach the cable cover
that came with your projector to hide the attached cables from view.

a Pass a commercially available cable tie through the cable holder and tie
the cables together.

Caution
Do not bundle the power cord to the other cables. Otherwise, a fire may occur.

b Place the cable cover on the projector as shown, guiding the cables
through the notch on the base of the cable cover.

c Tighten the cable cover screws.
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Follow the instructions in these sections to operate the projector power.

Turning On the Projector

Turn on the computer or video equipment you want to use after you turn on the
projector.

Attention
Before turning on the projector, connect the computer or video equipment you want
to use to the projector.

a Connect the power cord to the projector's power inlet and plug it into an
electrical outlet.

The projector's power indicator turns blue. This indicates that the
projector is receiving power, but is not yet turned on (it is in standby
mode).

You can use a 100 V power cord to operate the projector
temporarily to determine the installation location.
When projecting using the 100 V power cord, the maximum
brightness is limited.
Use the 200 V power cord when adjusting the projected image or
the lens.
You cannot use the following functions with the 100 V power cord.
• Light Source Mode
• Estimated Remains
• Refresh Mode
• Light Source Calibration
Be sure to ground the power plug using a grounding wire or a
3-core power plug.
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b If necessary, lock the power cord to prevent it from falling off.

c Press the [On] button on the control panel or remote control to turn on
the projector.
The projector beeps and the status indicator flashes blue as the projector
warms up. Once the projector is warmed up, the status indicator stops
flashing and turns blue.

• When Quick Startup is enabled in the projector's Extended
menu, the projector becomes ready for use in several seconds
the next time you press the power button.
s Extended > Operation > Quick Startup

Try the following if you do not see a projected image.
• Turn on the connected computer or video device.
• Change the screen output from the computer when using a laptop computer.
• Insert a DVD or other video media, and press play (if necessary).

• Press the [Search] button on the control panel or remote control to detect the
source.

• Press the button for the desired video source on the remote control.
• If the Home screen is displayed, select the source you want to project.

Warning
• Never look into the projector lens when the light source is on. This can damage

your eyes and is especially dangerous for children.
• When turning on the projector at a distance using the remote control, make sure

there is no one looking into the lens.
• During projection, do not block the light from the projector with a book or other

objects. If the light from the projector is blocked, the area on which the light
shines becomes hot which could cause it to melt, burn, or start a fire. Also, the
lens may get hot due to the reflected light which could cause the projector to
malfunction. To stop projection, use the A/V Mute or Shutter function, or turn off
the projector.

• When the Direct Power On setting is set to On in the projector's
Extended menu, the projector turns on as soon as you plug it in. Note
that the projector also turns on automatically in cases such as recovery
from a power outage.
s Extended > Operation > Direct Power On

• If you select a specific port as the Auto Power On setting in the
projector's Extended menu, the projector turns on as soon as it detects
a signal or cable connection from that port.
s Extended > Operation > Auto Power On

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Turning Off the Projector

Turn off the projector after use.

• Turn off this product when it is not in use to prolong the life of the
projector. Light source life varies depending on the mode selected,
environmental conditions, and usage. Brightness decreases over time.

• Light source calibration starts automatically if you turn off the
projector and the following conditions are present:
• The Light Source Calibration setting is set to Run Periodically in

the projector's Reset menu
• 100 hours have passed since the last light source calibration
• You have used the projector continuously for more than 20 minutes

• Since the projector supports the direct shutdown feature, it can be
turned off directly using the breaker.

a Press the [Standby] button on the control panel or remote control.
The projector displays a shutdown confirmation screen.

b Press the [Standby] button again. (To leave it on, press any other button.)
The projector beeps twice, the light source turns off, and the status
indicator turns off.

c To transport or store the projector, make sure the status indicator on the
projector is off, and then unplug the power cord.
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You can send images to your projector, as well as monitor and control your
projector, over a network.

• Epson iProjection software sets up your computer for network projection.

To connect the projector to a wired local area network (LAN), use a 100Base-TX
or 10Base-T network cable. To ensure proper data transmission, use a Category
5 shielded cable or better.

a Connect one end of the network cable to your network hub, switch, or
router.

b Connect the other end of the cable to the projector's LAN port.

Selecting Wired Network Settings

Before you can project from computers on your network, you need to select
network settings on the projector.

Make sure you already connected the projector to your wired network
using the LAN port.

a Press the [Menu] button, select the Network menu, and press [Enter].

b Select Network Configuration and press [Enter].

c Select the Basic menu and press [Enter].

d Select the basic options as necessary.
• Projector Name lets you enter a name up to 16 alphanumeric characters

long to identify the projector over the network.
• PJLink Password lets you enter a password up to 32 alphanumeric

characters long for using the PJLink protocol for projector control.
• Remote Password lets you enter a password up to 32 alphanumeric

characters long to access the projector using the Basic Control. (The
user name is EPSONREMOTE. No password is set by default.)

• Web Control Password lets you enter a password up to 32
alphanumeric characters long to access the projector over the Web. (The
user name is EPSONWEB. No password is set by default.)

• Moderator Password lets you enter a four-digit number password for
accessing the projector as a moderator using Epson iProjection. (No
password is set by default.)
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• Projector Keyword lets you turn on a security password to prevent
access to the projector by anyone not in the room with it. You must
enter a displayed, randomized keyword from a computer using Epson
iProjection to access the projector and share the current screen.

• Display Keyword lets you select whether to display a projector keyword
on the projected image when accessing the projector using Epson
iProjection.

• Display LAN Info. lets you set the display format for the projector's
network information.

Use the displayed keyboard to enter numbers and characters. Press
the arrow buttons on the remote control to highlight characters and
press [Enter] to select them.
You can also enter numbers by pressing the number buttons while
holding down the [Num] button on the remote control.

e Select the Wired LAN menu and press [Enter].

f Assign the IP settings for your network as necessary.
• If your network assigns addresses automatically, select IP Settings to set

the DHCP setting to On.
• If you must set addresses manually, select IP Settings to set the DHCP

setting to Off, and then enter the projector's IP Address, Subnet Mask,
and Gateway Address as necessary.

• If you want to connect the projector to the network using IPv6, select
IPv6 Settings to set the IPv6 setting to On, and then set the Auto
Configuration and Use Temporary Address settings as necessary.

To highlight the numbers you want from the displayed keyboard,
press the arrow buttons on the remote control. To select a
highlighted number, press [Enter].

g To prevent the IP address from being displayed on the LAN standby
screen and Home screen, set the IP Address Display setting to Off.

h When you finish selecting settings, select Complete and follow the on-
screen instructions to save your settings and exit the menus.

If no Web Control Password has been set, a screen prompting you
to set a password is displayed. Follow the on-screen instructions to
set the password.

i Press the [LAN] button on the remote control.
The wired network settings complete when you see the correct IP address
on the LAN standby screen.

Never remove the module while the WLAN (wireless LAN) indicator on the
projector is blue or flashing, or while you are projecting wirelessly. This could
damage the module or lose data.

a Turn off the projector and unplug the power cord.

b Loosen the screws and remove the wireless LAN module cover as shown.
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c Connect the Wireless LAN module to the wireless LAN module slot.

d Replace the wireless LAN module cover as shown and tighten the screws.

the DHCP setting to On.
• If you must set addresses manually, select IP Settings to set the DHCP

setting to Off, and then enter the projector's IP Address, Subnet Mask,
and Gateway Address as necessary.

• If you want to connect the projector to the network using IPv6, select
IPv6 Settings to set the IPv6 setting to On, and then set the Auto
Configuration and Use Temporary Address settings as necessary.

j To prevent the SSID or IP address from being displayed on the LAN
standby screen and Home screen, set the SSID Display setting or the IP
Address Display setting to Off.

k When you finish selecting settings, select Complete and follow the on-
screen instructions to save your settings and exit the menus.

If no Web Control Password has been set, a screen prompting you
to set a password is displayed. Follow the on-screen instructions to
set the password.

l Press the [LAN] button on the remote control.
The wireless network settings are complete when you see the correct IP
address on the LAN standby screen.

When you have finished making wireless settings for your projector, you need to
select the wireless network on your computer. Then start the network software
to send images to your projector through a wireless network.

h Follow the on-screen instructions to install the necessary application.

• If the Windows Firewall message is displayed, click Yes to disable
the firewall.

• You need administrator authority to install the software.
• If it is not installed automatically, double-click MPPLaunch.exe

in the USB key.

After a few minutes, your computer image is displayed by the projector.

i When you have finished projecting wirelessly, select the Safely Remove
Hardware option in the Windows taskbar, and then remove the USB key
from your computer.

You may need to restart your computer to reactivate your wireless
LAN connection.
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You can use the HTTPS protocol to increase security between the projector and
a Web browser communicating with it. To do this, you create a server certificate,
install it on the projector, and turn on the Secure HTTP setting in the projector
menus to verify the reliability of the Web browser.
sNetwork > Network Configuration > Others > Secure HTTP
Even if you do not install a server certificate, the projector automatically
creates a self-signed certificate and allows communication. However, because
the self-signed certificate cannot verify reliability from a Web browser, you see a
warning about the server's reliability when you access the projector from a Web
browser. This warning does not prevent communication.

If you want to display the Home screen when you turn on the projector
and no signal is being input, set Home Screen Auto Disp. to On.
s Extended > Home Screen > Home Screen Auto Disp.
Press the arrow buttons on the remote control to select a menu item, and then
press [Enter].

A Selects the source you want to project.

B Displays the Connection Guide. You can select the wireless connection methods
according to the devices you are using, such as smartphones or computers.

C Indicates the projector is in Content Playback mode.

D Displays the Help screen.

E Displays the projector's menu.

F Performs menu options assigned to Home Screen in the projector's Extended
menu.

G Selects the brightness for the light source.

H Changes the projector's color mode.

• After 10 minutes of inactivity, the Home screen disappears and you
are returned to the screen that you were on before (the current input
source screen or no signal message).
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You can use the projector's menus to adjust the settings that control how your
projector works.

Source Search

When multiple image sources are connected to the projector, such as a
computer and DVD player, you can switch from one image source to the other.

Lens Shift

If you cannot install the projector directly in front of the screen, you can adjust
the position of the projected image using the lens shift feature.

You can check the available lens shift range in the projector's Specifications.

screen is displayed.

Caution
When shifting the lens, do not put your hands near the lens unit. Your fingers may
get caught between the lens unit and the projector, and cause an injury.

For the first time you use the projector, you must set a password. No
password is set by default.
You can set a four-digit password. Hold down the [Num] button on the
remote control and use the numeric buttons to set a password.

Attention
• If an incorrect password is entered three times in succession, the message The

projector's operation will be locked. is displayed for approximately 5 minutes,
and the projector switches to standby mode. If this happens, disconnect the power
plug from the electrical outlet, reinsert it, and turn the projector back on.

• If you have forgotten the password, make a note of the " Request Code: xxxxx"
number that appears on the screen and contact Epson for help.

• When adjusting the image height with vertical lens shift, adjust it by
moving the image from the bottom to the top.

• It is not recommended that you perform geometry correction for the
following reasons:

• If the correction value is too large, image calibration may be difficult.

a Select the Multi-Projection setting in the projector's Extended menu.

b Select the Projector ID setting and give each projector a unique ID to
control multiple projectors from a remote control.

c Set the remote control's ID to match the projector's ID to operate only a
particular projector. Set the remote control [ID] switch to On, press the
[ID] button on the remote control, and then press the numeric button
that matches the projector's ID within 5 seconds. (Enter a one-digit or
two-digit number.)

d If you are combining images from multiple projectors on a network, select
the Projector Grouping setting on the primary projector and create a
group of projectors that you can control simultaneously.

e Select the Tiling setting to adjust the arrangement of the images to create
one large image.
• If you have installed the optional external camera, select Auto on the

primary projector.
• If you have not installed the optional external camera or tiling the

images automatically was unsuccessful, select Manual.
• When selecting Manual, select Layout, and then select the number of

rows and columns you are setting up as the Row and Column settings.
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• After making the Layout settings, select Location Setup. Select the
position of each projected image as follows: Row Order to layout the
screens from top to bottom in sequential order starting with 1 at the
top, Column Order to layout the screens from left to right starting with
A on the left.

• Select the Layout and Location Setup settings on each projector you are
setting up.

f Select the input signal to display an image.

g Select Edge Blending to adjust the edges of the images.
• Set the Edge Blending setting to Blending/Black Level or Black Level,

and turn on the Line Guide and Pattern Guide settings first. When you
adjust the blending area using another device such as a media server,
select Black Level.

• Select the edge you want to blend on each projector, and set the
Blending setting to On.

• Select the Blend Start Position setting and adjust the blending start
position.

Checking the Projected Image from a Remote Location

By shooting the projected image from a remote location, you can check it on the
device you are using.

You may need to clean the projector's lens periodically, and clean the air vents to
prevent the projector from overheating due to blocked ventilation.
You can replace the following parts for this projector:
• Batteries for the remote control
• Lens unit
If any other part needs replacing, contact Epson or an authorized Epson
servicer.

Warning
Before cleaning any part of the projector, turn it off and unplug the power cord.
Never open any cover on the projector, except as specifically explained in this
manual. Dangerous electrical voltages in the projector can injure you severely.
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Clean the projector's lens periodically, or whenever you notice dust or smudges
on the surface.
• To remove dust or smudges, gently wipe the lens with clean and dry lens-

cleaning paper.
• If the lens is dusty, blow off dust using a blower, and then wipe the lens.

Warning
• Before cleaning the lens, turn off the projector and unplug the power cord.
• Do not use any flammable gas sprays such as air dusters to blow off dust. The

high heat generated by the projector may cause a fire.

Attention
• Do not wipe the lens right after you turn off the projector. Doing so could

damage the lens.
• Do not use any harsh materials to clean the lens and do not subject the lens to

any impacts; otherwise, it could be damaged.
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Before cleaning the projector case, turn off the projector and unplug the power
cord.
• To remove dust or dirt, use a soft, dry, lint-free cloth.
• To remove stubborn dirt, use a soft cloth moistened with water and mild

soap. Do not spray liquid directly on the projector.

Attention
Do not use wax, alcohol, benzene, paint thinner, or other chemicals to clean the
projector case. These can damage the case. Do not use canned air, or the gases
may leave a flammable residue.
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Clean the projector's air intake vents periodically, or whenever you notice dust
on the surface of the vents to prevent the projector from overheating due to
blocked ventilation.

a Turn off the projector and unplug the power cord.

b Carefully remove the dust using a vacuum cleaner or a brush.

Solutions When No Image Appears

If no image appears, try the following solutions:
• Press the [Shutter] button on the remote control to see if the image was

temporarily turned off.
• Make sure all necessary cables are securely connected and the power is on for

the projector and connected video sources.
• Press the projector's power button to wake it from standby or sleep mode.

Also, check if the connected computer is in sleep mode or displaying a blank
screen saver.

• If the projector does not respond when you press the control panel buttons,
the buttons may be locked for security. Unlock the buttons in the Control
Panel Lock setting or use the remote control to turn on the projector.
s Settings > Lock Setting > Control Panel Lock

• If the projector does not respond when you press any buttons on the
projector, an internal error may have occurred in the projector. Contact
Epson for help.

• Adjust the Brightness setting in the projector's Image menu.
• Adjust the brightness of your projector's light source.
s Settings > Brightness Settings

• Make sure Messages is set to On in the projector's Extended menu.
s Extended > Display > Messages

• The projector may not be able to project copyrighted videos that you play
back on a computer. For more details, see the manual supplied with the
computer.

• For images projected with Windows Media Center, reduce the screen size
from full screen mode.

• For images projected from applications using Windows DirectX, turn off
DirectX functions.

Solutions When "No Signal" Message Appears

If the No Signal message appears, try the following solutions:
• Press the [Search] (remote control) or [Source Search] (control panel) button

on the control panel or remote control until you see the image from the
source you want.

• Turn on the connected computer or video source, and press play to begin
your presentation, if necessary.

• Check that all cables required for projection are securely connected.
• If you are projecting from a laptop computer, make sure it is set up to display

on an external monitor.
• If necessary, turn off the projector and the connected computer or video

source, and then turn them back on.
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• If you are projecting from an HDMI source, replace the HDMI cable with the
shorter one.

Displaying From a Windows Laptop

Windows Display utility to make sure the external monitor port is enabled
and extended desktop mode is disabled.

c If necessary, check your video card settings and set the multiple display
option to Mirror or Duplicate.

Displaying From a Mac Laptop

If the message No Signal is displayed when projecting from a Mac laptop, you
need to set up the laptop for mirrored display. (See your laptop manual for
details.)

a Open the System Preferences utility and select Displays.

b Select the Display or Color LCD option, if necessary.

c Click the Arrange or Arrangement tab.

d Select Mirror Displays.

Solutions When "Not Supported" Message Appears

If the message Not supported is displayed, try the following solutions:
• Make sure the computer's display resolution does not exceed the projector's

resolution and frequency limits. If necessary, select a different display
resolution for your computer.

Solutions When Only a Partial Image Appears

If only a partial computer image appears, try the following solutions:
• Make sure you selected the correct Screen Type setting for the screen you are

using.
s Extended > Display > Screen > Screen Type
If there are margins between the edge of the image and the projected screen
frame, adjust the position of the image.
s Extended > Display > Screen > Screen Position

• Make sure the Scale setting is turned off in the projector's Signal menu.
• Try adjusting the image position using the Position setting in the projector's

Signal menu.
• Change the Resolution setting in the projector's Signal menu according to

the signal for the connected equipment.
• Change the Blanking setting in the projector's Signal menu so that the image

appears as you expect.
• Check your computer display settings to disable dual display and set the

resolution within the projector's limits.
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• Check the resolution assigned to your presentation files to see if they are
created for a different resolution.

• When projecting in Content Playback mode, make sure you are using the
appropriate Overlay Effect settings.
s Settings > Content Playback > Overlay Effect

• Make sure you selected the correct Projection setting in the projector's
Extended menu.

Solutions When the Image is not Rectangular

If the projected image is not evenly rectangular, try the following solutions:
• Place the projector directly in front of the center of the screen, facing it

squarely, if possible.
• Press the [Geometry] button on the control panel or remote control to adjust

the image shape.
• Adjust the H/V-Keystone setting to correct the image shape.
s Settings > Geometry Correction > H/V-Keystone

• Adjust the Quick Corner setting to correct the image shape.
s Settings > Geometry Correction > Quick Corner

• Adjust the Curved Surface setting to correct the corners and sides of an
image projected on a curved surface with the same radius.
s Settings > Geometry Correction > Corner Wall

• Adjust the Corner Wall setting to correct the corners and sides of an image
projected on a curved surface with right angles.
s Settings > Geometry Correction > Curved Surface

• Adjust the Point Correction setting to correct slight distortion which occurs
partially.
s Settings > Geometry Correction > Point Correction

Solutions When the Image Contains Noise or Static

If the projected image contains electronic interference (noise) or static, try the
following solutions:
• Check the cables connecting your computer or video source to the projector.

They should be:
• Separated from the power cord to prevent interference
• Securely connected at both ends
• Not connected to an extension cable

• Check the settings in the projector's Signal menu to make sure they match
the video source.

• Select a computer video resolution and refresh rate that are compatible with
the projector.

• If you adjusted the image shape using the projector controls, try decreasing
the Sharpness setting in the projector's Image menu to improve image
quality.

• If you connected an extension power cable, try projecting without it to see if
it caused interference in the signal.

• Make sure you selected the correct Video Range or EDID setting in the
projector's Signal menu, if available for your image source.
s Signal > Advanced > Video Range
s Signal > Advanced > EDID

• When interlaced signals are input, line doubler processing is not performed,
so the projected image may flicker. We recommend that interlaced signals be
progressively converted using an external device before being input.

Solutions When the Image is Fuzzy or Blurry

If the projected image is fuzzy or blurry, try the following solutions:
• Adjust the image focus.
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• Position the projector close enough to the screen.
• Position the projector so the keystone adjustment angle is not so wide that it

distorts the image.
• Clean the projector lens.

To avoid condensation on the lens after bringing the projector in from
a cold environment, let the projector warm up to room temperature
before using it.

• Adjust the Sharpness setting in the projector's Image menu to improve image
quality.

• If you are projecting from a computer, use a lower resolution or select a
resolution that matches the projector's native resolution.

Solutions When the Image Brightness or Colors are
Incorrect

If the projected image is too dark or light, or the colors are incorrect, try the
following solutions:
• Press the [Color Mode] button on the remote control to try different color

modes for the image and environment.
• Check your video source settings.
• Adjust the available settings in the projector's Image menu for the current

input source, such as Brightness, Contrast, Tint, and Color Saturation.
• Make sure you selected the correct Video Range or EDID setting in the

projector's Signal menu, if available for your image source.
s Signal > Advanced > Video Range
s Signal > Advanced > EDID

• Make sure you selected the correct RGBCMY setting in the projector's Image
menu.
s Image > Advanced > RGBCMY

• Make sure all the cables are securely connected to the projector and your
video device. If you connected long cables, try connecting shorter cables.

• Make sure Brightness Settings are set correctly.
s Settings > Brightness Settings

• Position the projector close enough to the screen.
• When using multiple projectors, make sure Light Source Calibration in the

Reset menu is set correctly in all of the projectors. If light source calibration
is performed only in some of the projectors, the white balance and the
brightness level of the projected image may differ between the projectors.

Solutions When Automatic Adjustments are not
Applied Correctly

If you have problems with automatic adjustments not being applied correctly,
try the following solutions:
• Be sure to wait at least 20 minutes after turning on the projector or

releasing the shutter before performing automatic adjustments. This gives
the projector's temperature a chance to stabilize.

• Check that the camera area is clean.
• Make sure the cable of the optional external camera is securely connected to

the projector.
• The optional external camera may be defective. Contact Epson for help.
• Depending on the lens you installed, automatic adjustments may not be

available. Automatic adjustment is not available for the following lenses:
• ELPLL08
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• Make sure that a powerful spotlight or source of strong natural light is
not shining into the projection environment and interfering with automatic
adjustments.

• Check that your image correction and image blending settings are within
reasonable ranges. If the projection angle is very large, try turning off the
Geometry Correction setting or reduce the projection angle. If you are using
the Edge Blending setting, make sure the blending width is between 15 to
43%.

• If you see an error message during automatic adjustments, check the error
codes in the message.
During Screen Matching:
• 0101: Measurement value error
• 0102: Measurement failure
• 0103: Switch camera failure
• 0104/0105: Model mismatch
• 0108: Camera error
During Color Matching:
• 0201: Measurement value error
• 0202: Measurement failure
• 0203: Switch camera failure
• 0208: Camera error
Contact Epson for support for details.

Solutions When Simple Stacking is not Applied
Correctly

If you have problems with simple stacking not being applied correctly, try the
following solutions:

• Make sure the projectors are placed correctly and connected using a LAN
cable.

• Make sure the optional external camera is installed correctly and the cable is
securely connected to the projector.

• The optional external camera may be defective. Contact Epson for help.
• Depending on the lens you installed, simple stacking may not be available.

Simple stacking is not available for the following lenses:
• ELPLL08

• Make sure that a powerful spotlight or source of strong natural light is not
shining into the projection environment and interfering with simple stacking.

• Resize the projection size.
• If you see an error message during the simple stacking process, check the

error codes in the message.

• 0307/0308: The external camera may be defective, or a communication

error has occurred.

If you have problems with simple blending not being applied correctly, try the
following solutions:

cable.

• Depending on the lens you installed, simple stacking may not be available.

• Resize the projection size.

error has occurred.

Solutions When an Afterimage Remains on the
Projected Image

If you see an afterimage in the projected image, use the Refresh Mode feature to
clear it. Select Refresh Mode > Start in the projector's Reset menu.

Solutions to Sound Problems

If there is no sound or the volume is too low or high, try the following solutions:
• Adjust the projector's volume settings.
• Press the [Shutter] button on the remote control to resume video and audio if

they were temporarily stopped.

• Check your computer or video source to make sure the volume is turned up
and the audio output is set for the correct source.

• Check the audio cable connections between the projector and your video
source.

• Make sure any connected audio cables are labeled "No Resistance".
• If you want to use a connected audio source when the projector is off, set

the Standby Mode option to Communication On and make sure the A/V
Settings options are set correctly in the projector's Extended menu.

• If you want to output audio from a connected audio source when the
projector does not project any images, select these settings in the projector's
menus:
• Turn off Quick Startup in the Extended menu.
s Extended > Operation > Quick Startup

• Set the A/V Output setting to Always On in the Extended menu.
s Extended > A/V Settings > A/V Output

• If you do not hear sound from an HDMI source, set the connected device to
PCM output.

• When you are connecting the projector to a Mac using an HDMI cable, make
sure your Mac supports audio through the HDMI port. If not, you need to
connect an audio cable.

• If the volume for the computer is set to the minimum while the projector is
set to the maximum, the noise may be mixed. Turn up the computer's volume
and turn down the projector's volume. (When you use Epson iProjection
(Windows/Mac).)
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Check the solutions in these sections if you have problems operating the
projector or remote control.

Solutions to Projector Power or Shut-Off Problems

If the projector does not turn on when you press the power button or it turns off
unexpectedly, try the following solutions:
• Make sure the power cord is securely connected to the projector and to a

working electrical outlet.
• If the power button on the remote control does not turn on the projector,

check its batteries and make sure at least one of the remote receivers are
available in the Remote Receiver setting in the projector's Settings menu.

• The projector's buttons may be locked for security. Unlock the buttons in the
Control Panel Lock setting or use the remote control to turn on the projector.

• If the projector's light source turns off unexpectedly, it may have entered
sleep mode after a period of inactivity. Perform any operation to wake the
projector. To turn off sleep mode, set the Sleep Mode setting to Off.
s Extended > Operation > Sleep Mode

• If the projector turns off unexpectedly, the shutter timer may be enabled. To
turn off the shutter timer, set the Shutter Timer setting to Off.
s Extended > Operation > Shutter Settings > Shutter Timer

• If the projector's light source turns off, the status indicator is flashing, and the
temp (temperature) indicator is lit, the projector has overheated and turned
off.

• The cooling fans may run in standby status depending on the projector
settings. Also, when the projector wakes from standby status, the fans may
cause an unexpected noise. This is not a malfunction.

• The power cord may be defective. Disconnect the cord and contact Epson for
help.

Solutions to Problems with the Remote Control

If the projector does not respond to remote control commands, try the following
solutions:
• Check that the remote control batteries are installed correctly and have

power. If necessary, replace the batteries.
• Make sure you are operating the remote control within the reception angle

and range of the projector.
• Make sure the projector is not warming up or shutting down.
• Check to see if a button on the remote control is stuck down, causing it to

enter sleep mode. Release the button to wake the remote control up.
• Strong fluorescent lighting, direct sunlight, or infrared device signals may be

interfering with the projector's remote receivers. Dim the lights or move the
projector away from the sun or interfering equipment.

• Make sure at least one of the remote receivers are available in the Remote
Receiver setting in the projector's Settings menu.

• If you enabled the remote control button lock, press and hold the  button
for about 5 seconds to turn it off.

• If you assigned an ID number to the projector to operate multiple projectors
from the remote control, you may need to check or change the ID setting.
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• Set the remote control [ID] switch to Off. You can operate all of the projectors
regardless of the projector ID settings.

• Make sure the projector and the remote control are not connected using the
cable. If you leave the cable connected to the projector's Remote port, the
remote control cannot control the projector.

• Make sure the Control Communications or Extron XTP setting in the
Extended menu is set to Off if you are using the remote control connected to
the projector's Remote port.
s Extended > HDBaseT > Control Communications
s Extended > HDBaseT > Extron XTP

• If you lose the remote control, you can order another one from Epson.

Solutions to Password Problems

If you cannot enter or remember a password, try the following solutions:
• If you have entered an incorrect password too many times and see a message

displaying a request code, write down the code and contact Epson for help.
Provide the request code and proof of ownership for assistance in unlocking
the projector.

• If you lose the remote control you cannot enter a password. Order a new one
from Epson.

Attention
If you perform Reset network settings. in the projector's Network menu, all of the
passwords that have been set for the Network menu are also reset and you need to
set them again. To prevent the passwords from being reset by unauthorized users, set
Network Protection to On in the Password Protection menu.

Solution When "The Battery that Saves Your Clock
Settings is Running Low" Message Appears

If the message The battery that saves your clock settings is running low. is
displayed, contact Epson for help.

Solutions When You Cannot Control the Projector
Using HDBaseT

If you cannot control the projector through an HDBaseT when the projector is
in standby mode, make sure you have made the following settings.
• Select On as the Control Communications setting in the projector's

Extended menu.
s Extended > HDBaseT > Control Communications

• Select Always On as the A/V Output setting in the projector's Extended
menu.
s Extended > A/V Settings > A/V Output
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If you cannot play back a playlist correctly, try the following solutions:
• Make sure Content Playback is set to On.
s Settings > Content Playback > Content Playback

• Make sure the USB flash drive contains a playlist.
• Make sure the USB flash drive is directly connected to the projector. Do not

use a multi-card reader or a USB hub to expand a USB port.
• If the USB flash drive is partitioned, you may not be able to play back

playlists. Delete all of the partitions before saving the playlists on the USB
flash drive.

• Do not share a playlist between projectors that are different in resolution.
Color and shape effects added by using Overlay Effect may not be
reproduced correctly.
s Settings > Content Playback > Overlay Effect

update the Date & Time settings.

• Check the Security settings in the projector's Network menu.
sNetwork > Network Configuration > Wireless LAN

• If the access point security is WPA3-EAP, change the access point setting to
WPA2/WPA3-EAP.

Solutions When You Cannot Access the Projector
Through the Web

If you are unable to access the projector through a Web browser, make sure you
are using the correct ID and password.
• For the user ID, enter EPSONWEB. (You cannot change the user ID.)

• For the password, enter the password set in the projector's Network menu.
No password is set by default.

• Make sure you have access to the network the projector is on.
• If your Web browser is set up to connect via a proxy server, the Epson Web

Control screen cannot be displayed. Make settings for a connection without
using a proxy server.

• If you set the Standby Mode setting to Communication On in the projector's
menu in standby mode, make sure the network device is turned on. After
turning on the network device, turn on the projector.
s Extended > Standby Mode
And connect to a wired LAN, or to a wireless LAN with the Connection
Mode setting set to Advanced.
sNetwork > Network Configuration > Wireless LAN > Connection Mode

The user ID and password are case sensitive.

Solutions When Network Alert E-Mails are not
Received

If you do not receive an e-mail alerting you to problems with a projector over
the network, try the following solutions:
• Make sure the projector is turned on and connected to the network correctly.

(If an error shuts down the projector, the email may not be delivered.)
• Make sure you set up the projector e-mail alert settings correctly in the

projector's network Notifications menu or in the network software.
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• Set the Standby Mode setting to Communication On so that the network
software can monitor the projector in standby mode.
s Extended > Standby Mode
And connect to a wired LAN, or to a wireless LAN with the Connection
Mode setting set to Advanced.
sNetwork > Network Configuration > Wireless LAN > Connection Mode

Solutions When the Image Contains Static During
Network Projection

If the projected image contains static during network projection, try the
following solutions:
• Check for any obstacles between the access point, the computer, the

mobile device, and the projector, and change their positions to improve
communication.

• Make sure that the access point, the computer, the mobile device and the
projector are not too far apart. Move them closer together and try to connect
again.

• Check for interference from other equipment, such as a Bluetooth device or
microwave. Move the interfering device farther away or expand your wireless
bandwidth.

• Reduce the number of connected devices if the connection speed declines.

Solutions When You Cannot Monitor and Control the
Projector over a Network

If you are unable to monitor and control the projector with command
communication using ESC/VP.net, set the Command Communication setting
to Compatible.
