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Glossary

The following definitions apply specifically to printers.

automatic roll paper cutter
The built-in paper cutter, which automatically cuts images printed continuously
on roll paper.

Background Printing

When background printing is on, the computer can be used for other operations
while printing a document. When it is off, the computer will suspend all other
operations while printing a document, but print data will be sent to the printer
more quickly.

banding
The horizontal lines that sometimes appear when printing graphics. See also
“MicroWeave”.

Bluetooth
A wireless technology that enables different devices to communicate without the
need for cable connections.

Borderless printing
A printing mode that allows you to print without margins on all four sides of the

paper.

brightness

The lightness or darkness of an image.

CMYK
Cyan (blue-green), magenta, yellow, and black. These colored inks are used to
create the printed colors in the subtractive system.

Collate
A setting that has the printer print copies of multiple-page documents in
complete sets rather than print copies of the document page by page.

color matching

Generic term for methods of processing color data so that colors displayed on a
computer screen closely match colors in printouts. A variety of color-matching
software or systems are used for different occasions. See also “ColorSync” and
“ICM (Image Color Matching)”.
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ColorSync
Macintosh software that is designed to help you achieve the color matching. See
also “color matching”.

Contrast
A setting that maximizes or minimizes the difference between the brightand dark
parts of an image.

default

A value or setting that takes effect when the equipment is turned on, reset, or
initialized.

DMA

Direct Memory Access. A data transfer feature that bypasses a computer’s CPU
and allows direct communication between a computer and peripheral devices
(like printers), and between one peripheral device and another.

Double-Sided Printing
A printing mode that allows you to print on both sides of the paper.

dpi

Dots per inch. The dpi measures the resolution. See also “resolution”.

drive
A memory device, such as a hard disk, CD-ROM, or floppy disk drive. In
Windows, a letter is assigned to each drive for easy management.

driver

Software that sends instructions to a computer peripheral to tell it what to do.
For example, your printer driver accepts print data from your word processor
application and sends instructions to the printer on how to print this data.
Together, the printer driver and printer utilities are referred to as "printer
software". See also “printer software”.

economy printing
Printing in which images are printed with fewer dots to save ink.

Edge Smoothing
Improves the print quality of low-resolution images by smoothing jagged edges
and lines. This setting has no effect on high-resolution images or on text.

EPSON MonitorlV

A utility for Macintosh that allows you to manage print jobs that are in a print
queue. This utility also shows the status of the job currently being printed. (See
“print queue”)
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EPSON StatusMonitor

A utility for Macintosh that monitors the printer status. If the StatusMonitor
detects a printer error, it will inform you with an error message.

EPSON Status Monitor 3
A utility for Windows that provides printer status information, such as the
amount of ink remaining, and checks for printer errors.

Finest Detail

This printer software setting automatically makes your printouts sharper and
clearer, especially for text. Be aware that this may increase the time required for
printing.

Fit to Page printing
A printing mode that automatically enlarges or reduces the size of your
document to fit the paper size selected in the printer software.

font
A set of type characters of one style and size.

Gamma
A setting that controls image contrast by modifying the mid-tones and mid-level
grays.

grayscale
A scale of shades of gray from black to white. Grayscale is used to represent colors
when printing with black ink only.

Head Cleaning ufility
A utility that cleans the print head, allowing the print head nozzles to deliver ink

properly.

high speed printing
Printing in which the print head prints images in both directions as it moves back
and forth. This provides faster printing.

ICM (Image Color Matching)

The color matching method used by Windows. See also “color matching”

ink cartridge
Contains the ink that your printer uses to print.

ink jet
A method of printing in which each letter or symbol is formed by precisely
spraying ink onto paper.
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Ink Levels
A graphic display of the amount of ink remaining in each cartridge.

interface
The connection between the computer and the printer. See also “parallel interface”
and “USB interface”.

interface cable
The cable that connects the computer to the printer.

local printer
The printer connected to the computer’s port directly by an interface cable.

margins
The space around the edge of the paper outside of the printable area. See also
“printable area”

media
Materials upon which data is printed, such as plain paper, envelopes, special
paper, and transparency film.

MicroWeave
Printing in which images are printed in finer increments to reduce the possibility
of banding. See also “banding”.

Mirror Image
This printer software setting flips your printout, left to right.

monochrome
Printing which uses only one color of ink, usually black.

Nozzle Check utility
A utility that checks the print head nozzles to see if they are clogged and need to
be cleaned.

nozzles
Fine tubes in the print head through which ink is sprayed onto the page. Print
quality may decline if the print head nozzles are clogged.

operation check

A method for checking the operation of the printer. When you perform a printer
operation check, the printer prints some information codes followed by a nozzle
check pattern.
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Orientation

Settings that determine the orientation of your printout. Select between Portrait
(tall) or Landscape (wide).

Pages Per Sheet printing

A printing mode that allows you to print two or four pages on a single sheet of
paper.

parallel interface
An interface that is used for one-to-one connection between a computer and a
printer. See also “interface”.

PhotoEnhance
A printing mode that provides a variety of image correction settings that you can
apply to your photos before printing.

port

An interface channel through which data is transmitted between devices.

Poster Printing
A printing mode that allows you to enlarge a single document page to cover 4,
9, or 16 printed sheets of paper and put them together to make a poster.

printable area
The area of a page on which the printer can print. It is smaller than the physical
size of the page due to margins.

printer driver
See “driver”.

printer software

The printer software which comes with your printer includes a printer driver and
printer utilities. The printer driver lets you choose from a wide variety of settings
to get the best results from your printer. The printer utilities help you check the
printer and keep it in top operating condition. See also “driver” and “utilities”.

printer ufilities
See “utilities”.

Print Head Alignment utility

A utility thataligns the print head so images will print clearly. Used when printed
images are blurry, or when misaligned vertical lines or horizontal bands appear
in the printout.
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PRINT Image Matching

This system enables stunning printing to be achieved easily through the
combination of a digital camera loaded with the PRINT Image Matching function
and a printer that supports such matching. Print commands are attached to photo
data during digital camera photography and the printer adheres to these
commands to print photos with the color match that optimally fulfills the
objectives of the digitally composed shots.

Print Preview
A setting that allows you to see how your document will look before actually
printing it.

print queue
A waiting line in which print jobs that are sent to the printer via network are
stored until they can be printed.

Profiles

Standards that allow different devices to operate with one another using
Bluetooth wireless technology. Profiles are defined by the uses and features they
allow devices to perform, such as printing or scanning from a computer. To share
this information, the devices must be compatible with the same profile.

Quality Type settings

A number of print quality settings that are available in the printer software.

Reduce/Enlarge Document
A printing mode that adjusts the printed size of your document.

reset
To return a printer to its defaults by turning the printer off and then quickly back
on.

resolution
The number of dots used to represent an image, expressed as (horizontal dots) x
(vertical dots).

Reverse Order
A setting that allows you to print your documents in reverse order, starting with
the last page.

RGB
Red, green, and blue. These colors, in phosphors irradiated by a cathode ray tube
(CRT) monitor's electron gun, creates the screen colors with additive mixture.

Rotate 180°
A setting that rotates the page to be printed 180 degrees.
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Saturation

A setting that modifies the vividness of color. The lower the saturation, the duller
the colors. The higher the saturation, the more vivid the colors.

spool

The first step in printing, in which the printer software converts the print data
into codes that your printer understands. This data is then sent directly to the
printer or to the print server.

spool manager
The software that converts print data into codes that your printer understands.
See also “spool”.

SRGB
The color management method used to maintain color consistency between
devices which adhere to the sSRGB standard.

Status Monitor
The software that allows you to check the printer’s status.

USB interface

Universal Serial Bus interface. Enables the user to connect up to 127 peripheral
devices (such as keyboards, pointing devices, and printers) to the computer
through a single, general-purpose port. USB hubs allow you to add additional
ports. See also “interface”.

utilities

Software thatallows you to monitor and maintain your printer. Together, utilities
and the printer driver are referred to as "printer software". See also “printer
software”.

Watermark printing
A printing mode that allows you to print text or an image as a watermark on your
printout.

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Replacing Ink Cartridges

Replacing an Empty Ink Cartridge

This printer uses ink cartridges equipped with IC chips. The IC
chip accurately monitors the amount of ink used by each
cartridge, so even if a cartridge is removed and later reinserted,
all of its ink can be used. However, some ink is consumed each
time the cartridge is inserted because the printer automatically
checks reliability.

You can replace an ink cartridge using the printer’s control panel
or using the EPSON Status Monitor utility. Refer to the
appropriate section below for instructions.

\ Warning:
[ Keep ink cartridges out of the reach of children. Do not allow
children to drink from or otherwise handle the cartridges.

Be careful when you handle the used ink cartridges, as there
may be some ink around the ink supply port. If ink gets on
your skin, wash the area thoroughly with soap and water. If
ink gets into your eyes, flush them immediately with water.
If discomfort or vision problems continue after a thorough
flushing, see a doctor immediately.

[  EPSON recommends the use of genuine EPSON ink
cartridges. Other products not manufactured by EPSON
may cause printer damage that is not covered by EPSON's
warranties.

d  Leave the old cartridge installed in the printer until you have
obtained a replacement; otherwise, ink remaining in the print
head nozzles may dry out.

QDo not refill the ink cartridges. The printer calculates the
amount of ink remaining using an IC chip on the ink
cartridge. Even if the cartridge is refilled, the amount of ink
remaining will not be recalculated by the IC chip and the
amount of ink available for use will not change.

Q  You cannot continue printing with one ink cartridge empty, even if
the other cartridges still contains ink. Before printing, replace the
empty cartridge.

O In addition to the ink used during document printing, ink is
consumed during the print head cleaning operation, during the
self-cleaning cycle (performed when the printer is turned on), and
during ink charging when the ink cartridge is installed in the
printer.

Be careful not to break the hooks on the side of the ink
cartridge when you remove it from the package.

Do not remove or tear the label on the cartridge;
otherwise, ink will leak.

Do not touch the green IC chip on the side of the
cartridge. This can damage the ink cartridge.

If an ink cartridge is temporarily removed from the
printer, be sure to protect the ink supply port of the ink
cartridge from dirt and dust; store it in the same
environment as the printer. Store ink cartridge with its
label facing upward. Do not store cartridge upside down.
Note that there is a valve in the ink supply port, making
covers or plugs unnecessary, but care is needed to
prevent the ink from staining items that the cartridge
touches. Do not touch the ink supply port or surrounding
area.

Besure to always install an ink cartridge into the printer
immediately following the removal of the current ink

cartridge. If the ink cartridge is not installed promptly,
the print head may dry out, rendering it unable to print.
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7. Open the cartridge cover. Pinch the sides of the ink cartridge
that you want to replace. Lift the cartridge out of the printer
and dispose of it properly. Do not take the used cartridge
apart or try to refill it.

Warning:

If ink gets on your hands, wash them thoroughly with soap
and water. If ink gets into your eyes, flush them immediately
with water. If discomfort or vision problems continue after a
thorough flushing, see a doctor immediately.

8. Place the ink cartridge vertically into the cartridge holder.

Then,

push the ink cartridge down until it clicks into place.
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When you are finished replacing the cartridge, close the
cartridge cover and the printer cover.

Press the 0 ink button. The printer moves the print head and
begins charging the ink delivery system. This process takes
about one minute to complete. When the ink charging process
is finished, the printer returns the print head to its home
position. The© power light stop flashing and remains on, and
the 0 ink out light goes out.

g Caution:

The O power light continues to flash while the printer
performs the ink charging operation. Never turn off the
printer while this light is flashing. Doing so can result in
incomplete charging of ink.

Replacing an Ink Cartridge

In some circumstances, you may need to replace an ink cartridge
before it is empty.

To replace an ink cartridge before the O ink out light flashes or the
EPSON Status Monitor notifies you that the cartridge is empty,
follow the instructions in this section.

You can replace an ink cartridge using the printer’s control panel
or using the printer utilities (for Windows).
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\ Warning:
[ Keep ink cartridges out of the reach of children. Do not allow

children to drink from or otherwise handle the cartridges.

Be careful when you handle the used ink cartridges, as there
may be some ink around the ink supply port. If ink gets on
your skin, wash the area thoroughly with soap and water. If
ink gets into your eyes, flush them immediately with water.
If discomfort or vision problems remain after a thorough
flushing, see a doctor immediately.

g Caution:
[ EPSON recommends the use of genuine EPSON ink

Note:

cartridges. Other products not manufactured by EPSON
may cause damage to your printer not covered by EPSON’s
warranties.

Leave the old cartridge installed in the printer until you have
obtained a replacement; otherwise, ink remaining in the print
head nozzles may dry out.

Do not refill the ink cartridges. The printer calculates the
amount of ink remaining using an IC chip on the ink
cartridge. Even if the cartridge is refilled, the amount of ink
remaining will not be recalculated by the IC chip and the
amount of ink available for use will not change.

Q  You cannot continue printing with one ink cartridge empty, even if
the other cartridge still contains ink. Before printing, replace the
empty cartridge.

O In addition to the ink used during document printing, ink is
consumed during the print head cleaning operation, during the
self-cleaning cycle which is performed when the printer is turned
on, and during ink charging when the ink cartridge is installed in
the printer.

Caution:
Do not remove the cartridge from the printer until you are ready
to replace it with another.

Note:
The illustrations show replacement of the black ink cartridge. Replace
the ink cartridge appropriate to your situation.

1. Make sure that the printer is on. The O power light should be
on, but not flashing.

2. For best results, shake the ink cartridge four or five times
before opening the package.

3. Remove the new ink cartridge from the package.
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Caution:

4

Be careful not to break the hooks on the side of the ink
cartridge when you remove it from the package.

Do not remove or tear the label on the cartridge;
otherwise, ink will leak.

Do not touch the green IC chip on the side of the
cartridge. This can damage the ink cartridge.

If an ink cartridge is temporarily removed from the
printer, be sure to protect the ink supply port of the ink
cartridge from dirt and dust; store it in the same
environment as the printer. Store ink cartridge with its
label facing upward. Do not store cartridge upside down.
Note that there is a valve in the ink supply port, making
covers or plugs unnecessary, but care is needed to
prevent the ink from staining items that the cartridge
touches. Do not touch the ink supply port or surrounding
area.

Besure to always install an ink cartridge into the printer
immediately following the removal of the current ink

cartridge. If the ink cartridge is not installed promptly,
the print head may dry out, rendering it unable to print.

4. Lower the output tray, then open the printer cover.
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5. Press the 0 ink button. The print head moves to the ink
cartridge replacement position, and the O power light begins
to flash.

Note:

Do not press the O ink button over three seconds. Otherwise the
printer starts cleaning the print head.

Caution:

Do not move the print head by hand, as this may damage the

printer. Always press the O ink button to move it.

6. Open the cartridge cover. Pinch the sides of the ink cartridge
that you want to replace, then lift the cartridge out of the
printer and dispose of it properly.
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Warning:
If ink gets on your hands, wash them thoroughly with soap
and water. If ink gets into your eyes, flush them immediately
with water. If discomfort or vision problems continue after a
thorough flushing, see a doctor immediately.

7. Place the ink cartridge vertically into the cartridge holder.
Push the ink cartridge down until it clicks into place.

8. When you are finished replacing the cartridge, close the
cartridge cover and the printer cover.
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9. Press the 0 ink button. The print head moves and the ink
delivery system begins to charge. This process takes about one
minute to complete. When the ink charging process is
finished, the printer returns the print head to its home
position. The O power light stops flashing and remains on,
and the 0 ink out light goes out.

g Caution:

The O power light continues to flash while the printer
performs the ink charging operation. Never turn off the
printer while this light is flashing. Doing so can result in
incomplete charging of ink.

Note:

If the ink end error occurs after the print head moves to its home
position, the ink cartridge may not be installed properly. Press the
O ink button again, and reinstall the ink cartridge until it clicks into
place.

Troubleshooting printer problems is best handled in two steps:
first diagnose the problem, then apply likely solutions until the
problem is fixed.

The information that you need to diagnose and solve most
common problems is provided by online problem solving, the
printer’s control panel, the EPSON Status Monitor utility, or by
running a printer operation check. Refer to the appropriate
section below.

If you have a specific problem relating to print quality, a printout
problem not related to print quality, or a paper feeding problem,
or if the printer does not print at all, refer to the appropriate
section in this chapter.

To solve a problem, you may need to cancel printing.

Error indicators

You can identify many common printer problems using the lights
on your printer’s control panel. If your printer stops working and
the lights are on or flashing, use the following table of panel light
patterns to diagnose the problem, then follow the recommended
corrective measures.

If there are no print quality problems, such as gaps
or missing segments in the test lines, the printer itself is fine and
the problem probably lies with the printer software settings, the
application settings, the interface cable (be sure to use a shielded
cable), or the computer itself.

If the check page does not print satisfactorily as shown below,
there is a problem with the printer. For example, if any segment
of the printed lines is missing, this could mean a clogged ink
nozzle or a misaligned print head.

Using Special Media

You canachieve good results with most types of plainbond paper.
However, coated paper and glossy film provide superior
printouts because they absorb less ink.

EPSON provides special media that are formulated for the ink
used in EPSON ink jet printers. EPSON recommends using media
distributed by EPSON to ensure high-quality results.

When loading special media distributed by EPSON, read the
instruction sheets packed with the media first and keep the
following points in mind.

g Caution:

Cleaning sheets packaged with EPSON special media should not
be used with this printer. The cleaning function performed by
these sheets is not necessary with this type of printer, and the
sheets could jam in the printer.
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Note:

O Load the media into the sheet feeder printable side up. See the
instruction sheets packed with the media to determine which side is
the printable side. Some types of media have cut corners to help
identify the correct loading direction.

3 If the paper is curled, flatten it or curl it slightly in the opposite
direction before loading. Printing on curled paper may cause ink to
smear on your printout.
